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COURSE & PROGRAM COUNTER -PROPOSAL FORM 
Elimination and/or Reduction 
Approved Governing Council Executive Committee: 10/16/09
Purpose: This document serves as the mechanism for proposing reduction/elimination of courses/programs in response to the Fall 2009 budget crisis.  This document can also be used to comment and provide additional information on courses/programs that have been identified as “the recommended program and/or course reductions” by administration.  Submission of this document will initiate the emergency review process to be used in Fall 2009 in place of the Program Improvement Viability (PIV) process.  The information/data provided in this form is necessary to maintain uniformity and transparency in the review.

ART:  Counter-Proposal: Rather than total elimination of Art 231 and Art 232, the class would be offered once a year, alternate semesters.
A. The last proposal offered and accepted by the committee for reduction in art, represents a reduction of a Quarter of the studio art classes offered each semester. Elimination of Watercolor will bring the percentage up to One Third of studio art classes reduced or eliminated. This is an excessive reduction of classes in the program.

B.  Rational for maintaining one Watercolor class per year.

· Watercolor is not offered at Skyline or Canada College, which makes the CSM class the only one offered in the district.  
· Watercolor is an elective for the AA degree in Studio Art and Painting.

· Watercolor painting is an essential skill for designers, illustrators (scientific, medical), animators, architects, and graphics artists. 
· Watercolor offers an alternative to artists who may have sensitivities or allergies to the materials of oil or acrylic painting. 
· Watercolor offers a less expensive alternative for artists that may be on a very tight budget.
· Classroom size will presently accommodate a maximum of 24 students 
but can be altered to accommodate a maximum of  30 students. 
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
