1. Associate in Arts Degree:  Total of 18 units with a grade of C or higher (see below) + General Education courses and other requirements*

Major Requirements: HUM 101 and 102; plus 12 units selected from the following: 3 units selected from HUM 111, or 114; 3 units selected from HUM 125; 3 units selected from ANTH 370 or HUM 131 or 133; and 3 units selected from HUM 140.
