1. Associate in Arts Degree:  Total of 33.5 units with a grade of C or higher (see below) + General Education courses and other requirements*

Major Requirements: 
Theory/Musicianship Core Courses: MUS. 131 and 101; 132 and 102; 133 and 103; Plus: concurrent enrollment each of the 3 semesters in: MUS 800. Total: 19.5 units.

(It is recommended that students also complete a 4th semester: MUS. 134, 104, and 800.)

Ensemble: 4 units minimum selected from MUS. 451, 452, 430, 470, 665. Total: 4 units. (4 semesters required)

History: MUS 202 and MUS 250 or 275. Total: 6 units. (2 semesters required)

Instrumental/Voice Classes: 3 semesters. 3 units selected from MUS 302-304; 371-374; 401-404. Total: 3 units. (3 semesters required)
Keyboard Proficiency: MUS 301. Total: 1 unit. (1 semester required)
