1. Associate in Arts Degree:  Total of 18 units with a grade of C or higher (see below) + General Education courses and other requirements*

Major Requirements: Eighteen units selected from at least 3 of the following, with a minimum of 2 courses in one of the following: anthropology; economics (not including ECON 123); ethnic studies (not including ETHN 288, 350, 351, 585); geography (not including GEOG 100); history; political science; psychology (not including PSYC 121); social science (not including SOSC 111); sociology.
2. Transfer Program:  For Lower division major course requirements, consult the catalog of the intended transfer school and/or Assist.org. 

Also, consult the Transfer Planning and Major Preparation Recommendations sections of the CSM catalog.
