Courses in language and rationality are
those which develop for the student the principles and applications of
language toward logical thought, clear and precise expression and
critical evaluation of communication in whatever symbol system the
student uses. Such courses include:

* (i) English Composition. Courses fulfilling the written composition
requirement shall be designed to include both expository and argumentative
writing.

Courses fulfilling the
communication and analytical thinking requirement include oral
communication, mathematics, logic, statistics, computer languages and
programming, and related disciplines.

English Language Communication and Critical Thinking

Areas A and 1 emphasize development of students’ communication and reasoning
skills. These require coursework in “communication in the English language, to
include both oral communication and written communication,” making them the
only areas in the GE patterns that must be taught in English.

Written Communication IGETC Standards 1.9

A first-semester course in English reading and written composition must include
substantial instruction and practice in expository essay writing at the college level
with a minimum of 6,000 words. Courses should also require a substantial amount
of reading of significant literature. Successful completion of the course in reading
and written composition (i.e., a course that satisfies English 1A) shall be
prerequisite to the course in Critical Thinking/English Composition.

 Critical thinking courses include explicit instruction and practice in inductive and
deductive reasoning and identification of formal and informal fallacies of language and
thought. Literary criticism courses are typically not accepted in this area.

Critical Thinking and Composition IGETC Standards 1.9

e The second semester of Enflish composition adds a requirement of critical thinking
taught in a variety of disciplines which provide, as a major component, instruction in the
composition of substantial essays and require students to write a sequence of such
essays. Instruction in critical thinking is to be designed to achieve an understanding of
the relationship of language to logic, which should lead to the ability to analyze, criticize,
and advocate ideas, to reason in uctiveIY and deductively, and to identify the
assumptions upon which particular conclusions depend. The minimal competence to be
expected at the successful conclusion of instruction in critical thinking should be the
ability to distinguish fact from judgment, and belief from knowledge; to use elementary

inductive and deductive processes; and to recognize common logical errors or fallacies of
language and thought.

E2c: Analytical Thinking

Courses fulfilling analytical thinking requirement include mathematics, logic,
statistics, computer languages and programming, and related disciplines. Courses
in this area develop logical thought and critical evaluation of communication in
areas other than written composition. Critical thinking courses include explicit
instruction and practice in inductive and deductive reasoning and identification of
formal and informal fallacies of language and thought.

1. Solve challenging problems that require quantitative reasoning.
2. Interpret graphical representations of quantitative information.

3. analyze, criticize, and advocate ideas, to reason inductively and
deductively, and to identify the assumptions upon which particular
conclusions depend.
